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AlIMS hasnodataon
re-infected medicos

3,400 staff caught Covid, but no record of re-infections

NEARLY 3,400 medical staff of
the All India Institute of Medi-
cal Sciences (AIIMS), Delhi, got
infected with Covid-19, since
the start of the pandemic.
However, the institute doesn’t
have separate data on staff who
are re-infected, reveals
an RTI reply.

In response to an RTI filed
which specifically asked for
healthcare workers and medi-
cal staff who got infected in the
months of April and May when
the second wave was at its peak
in the national capital, the pre-
mier medical institute replied
with overall positive cases data
till July 6, this year.

The query had also sought
datarelated to medical staff re-
infected with coronavirus from
March 2020 to May 2021 and es-
pecially post January 2021,
when the vaccination process
got underway. However, the
AIIMS administration in reply
said “there is no separate data
of staff who are re-infected”.

An AIIMS senior member, on
condition of anonymity, said
there have been cases of re-in-
fection of medical staff in the
institute this year during the

second wave. However, he also
mentioned that they do not
maintain record of those who
got infected with the corona-
virus again.

As per the reply, a total of
6,954 people have been infected,
of which 3,568 are dependents
of staff and 3,386 healthcare
workers. Of them, most are
nursing staff — 1,314 — while
148 faculty members have also
been infected. Among those
who got Covid also included 70
resident doctors, 237 security
staff, 459 hospital attendants,
around 400 technicians and lab
assistants.

An earlier RTI revealed that
till December last year, 1,899
healthcare workers were infect-
ed, while a total of 4,116 indi-
viduals had been registered as
Covid positive from March till
December 12.

In April, an Indian Council
of Medical Research investiga-
tion found reinfection in 4.5 per
cent of those who contracted
Covid-19. The study was con-
ducted on 1,300 individuals to
develop an epidemiological un-
derstanding of reinfection and
assess its magnitude in India.
The data for the study was col-
lected for only eight months.

Retired army man undergoes
robotic-assisted knee surgery

A retired army person got a
new lease of life after undergo-
ing a robotic-assisted kneecap
joint replacement surgery. Aa-
kash Healthcare, the hospital
where the surgery was
conducted, claimed it to be
“north India’s first
robotic-assisted
kneecap joint replace-
ment surgery.”

The surgery took
place on July 27, giving
relief to Rohtas Singh.
According to doctors, the
58-year-old patient from Harya-
na had been suffering from
acute knee pain for five years.

Singh, who was a subedar in
the Indian Army, was referred
to the hospital from Haryana’s
Bhiwani, hospital authorities

said. The robotic patellofemo-
ral joint replacement surgery
accurately cuts the knee bones
and prepares the joints for
securing the new implant
very precisely.
Robotics in knee surgery is a
recent advancement, although
it is a well-known and
established method of
treatment for various
gastrointestinal, urolo-
gy and oncological pro-
cedures, doctors said.
This surgery is unique
not only because it helps
the patient retain most of his
natural knee and enables him
to walk within two hours of the
operation. It also required
insertion of a smaller implant
which reduced the surgical
time by 30 minutes, doctors
further said.

THE Delhi government has
decided to expand its vaccina-
tion programme for pregnant
and lactating women in the na-
tional capital, by providing vac-
cines at health facility sites
women visit for regular antena-
tal care (ANC) and postnatal
care (PNC) check-ups.

“In order to enhance cover-
age of vulnerable cohort of
pregnant and lactating women,
itisdirected that their Covid-19
vaccination may be done at the
health facility where they re-
port for regular ANC/PNC

check-ups, on designated days
of a week,” read the order is-
sued by the health department
of the state government.

As per the government, since
these centres already serve as
Cold Chain Points for vaccina-
tion, pregnant and lactating
women can be vaccinated
there.

“The Medical Officer and the
vaccinator are already present
in the health facility along with
the vaccines, as these centres
also serve as Cold Chain Points.

Vaccination shall be done
through Co-WIN portal in walk-
in mode. Training of vaccina-
tors for these sessions on Co-
WIN must be ensured. All
efforts must be made to keep
vaccine wastage to the mini-
mum,” the order read.

“The CDMOs and DIOs are
requested to issue necessary in-
structions to the concerned in
this regard for immediate op-
erationalisation. This is issued
with prior approval of compe-
tent authority,” it stated.

Active cases drop below 500 for first
time since April last year: Govt data

THE national capital reported
39 COVID-19 infections and one
fatality on Monday, while the
number of active cases in the
city dropped below 500 for the
first time since April last year,
according to data shared by the
Health department.

With the new cases, the over-
all infection tally in the city
climbs to 14,36,800. Of this, over
14.11 lakh patients have recov-
ered from the disease.

The death toll now stands at
25,067. On Sunday, the capital
reported 66 cases of the disease
with a positivity rate of 0.10 per
cent. There are 498 active cases
of the disease in Delhi at
present, and 178 of them are
under home-isolation. The
number of containment zones
stands at 271, the bulletin said.

The current stock of doses
for vaccination against COV-
ID-19 will last for a week, said
authorities. A total of 11,099
doses were administered on

AAM Aadmi Party (AAP) MP
Sanjay Singh on Monday gave
anotice in the Rajya Sabha to
raise the issue of the alleged
rape and murder of a minor
girl in Delhi during the Zero
Hour. Singh in his notice also
raised the issue of law and
order situation in the nation-
al capital.

“What kind of law and or-
der situation is this in the na-
tional capital, where a child is
raped and murdered brutally
and even before her parents
got to know, the nine-year-old
was cremated. The family of
the deceased should get jus-
tice. The Centre and police
should be held accountable in
this matter,” he said.

The nine-year-old girl was
allegedly raped and killed by
a priest and three employees
of a crematorium near the
Delhi Cantonment area in
southwest Delhi. Police regis-
tered a case against the ac-
cused on the basis of the state-
ment of the minor’s mother
who alleged that her daughter
was raped, murdered, and cre-
mated without their consent.

The accused have been
booked under sections 302, 376
and 506 of the Indian Penal
Code, along with sections of
the Protection of Children
from Sexual Offences Act.

National Commission for
Protection of Child Rights, on
August 5, had asked the Dis-
trict Magistrate to submit an
action taken report in the case
within 48 hours.

As per the recently finalised
guidelines by the Women and
Child Development (WCD) de-
partment any proposal
received by the superintend-
ents will be sent to the District
Officer (DO) for scrutiny and
approval from the
headquarters.

“All proposals will be
reviewed by the committee,
which will send its recommen-
dations to the head office for
approval. In the first week of
every month, they will consid-
er proposals and review the
progress of the ongoing part-
nerships,” said an official.

The DO will be the chairper-
son of the panel and the super-
intendent of the shelter con-

cerned will serve as its
member and convener. The
superintendent or in-charge
of the institutions will main-
tain a proper record of all
donations or any items re-
ceived from organisation
under Corporation Social
Responsibility (CSR).

The officials said the per-
mission to any organisation
would be granted with certain
conditions. “The work should
be started with prior intima-
tion to the officers concerned.
Male workers or staff of vol-
untary organisations will not
be allowed in the institutions
for women. Photography or
video recording will not be al-
lowed,” said the officials.

Programme for
judicious use
of medicines

THE Delhi government is
planning to launch an aware-
ness campaign for doctors
regarding use of medicines.
Health department officials
have informed this to the Del-
hi Disaster Management Au-
thority (DDMA).

The awareness campaign
would focus on sensitising the
medical fraternity on the ‘ju-
dicious’ use of medicines. The
aim would be to avoid wastage
leading to unavailability of
drugs at crucial times. The
public will also be made aware
about the usage
of medicines.

The health department of
Delhi faced shortage of medi-
cines while fighting the pan-
demic over the past one and a
half year.

Chief Minister Arvind Ke-
jriwal earlier said that Delhi
government is preparing on
war footing to handle any sce-
nario of a third wave. Health
infrastructure, human re-
sources, oxygen supply, bed
availability and medicine
supply all are being looked at
by the DDMA to brace for the
future. Several cases of Mu-
cormycosis — Black Fungus
infection — were reported at
the time of the second wave.
The required medicine for its
treatment was low on supply.
Satyendar Jain, Health Minis-
ter and Kejriwal appealed the
centre to provide for stock as
the numbers of cases were
on arise.
